NO RELIEF FOR SUFFERING GREENWICH COMMUTERS
Ever since London Bridge station re-opened in January, commuters on the Greenwich line have been suffering from severe overcrowding. The Greenwich Line Users’ Group has received many complaints about the 17.54 service in particular. This service arrives full, with people standing, from Cannon Street, is the first train for 22 minutes, and is only 8 carriages long. It frequently has to leave passengers behind at London Bridge who cannot get on – with the next train another 24 minutes later.
Mike Sparham, Convenor of the Greenwich Line Users’ Group, says “This service simply is not good enough for commuters who pay £1,060 a year to travel the five miles between Westcombe Park and London Bridge every weekday. No other Metro lines have a 24-minute service frequency at peak times. Passengers were promised that, after all the disruption caused by the re-building of London, things would return to normal. But they have not. We now have half the number of peak hour trains we had in 2014. Overcrowding is the inevitable result.”
Today (26 February) Southeastern has introduced some longer trains, but this train has been left untouched – meaning more months of misery for commuters.

Mike Sparham, the convenor of the Greenwich Line Users’ Group, said “What is the point of £6bn investment in a new station if train services are worse than before?”
